As a result, a significant number of 
young people are killed, injured, permanently disabled or 
experience short or long term illnesses from Ag exposures. 
The Gear Up for Ag™ program focuses on prevention 
strategies, appropriate selection and use of personal 
protective equipment, interactive demonstrations and 
distribution of PPE.
